He wasn’'t the only druggie
around Beyoncé. According
to another family pal, her dad
was a cocaine-snorting serial
cheater in those early years.

“Mathew increased ... his drug
use,” Brian wrote. “It was get-
ting out of control. He started
lying even more to Tina and
